You might consider when talking to your 

children about the difference between boys and girls 
to also talk to them about differences between 
operations at a tower controlled field and a non 
controlled field.  A liberal interpretation might be 
an airport with an operating tower, almost anything 
goes where you might here: “Give me an immediate 
left turn, Take it out rolling, Cleared for the option, 
Stay with me to parking,…runway heading to 3000 
feet and contact departure, plan a straight in, 
Expedite turn off, and the list goes on.  Consider 
that your instructor at Podunk Airpark, where you 
learned to fly, would never have allowed you to 
perform such raucous maneuvers.  The hard truth is 
that tower operations are based on the safe and 
expeditious juggling of aircraft that could be 
moving at three times your speed. At a non-towered 
operation the idea that anything goes is a dangerous 
idea.  Conformity is the key to safety. 

Our airport language is evolving.   A non 
compliant pilot was once known as “hotshot” or 
“ace of the base”, is now recognized as a “cowboy” 
or “hot dogger.”  This is the guy that does not 
conform to pattern procedures as the nifty 
FAR/AIM suggests.  I consider it downright 
dangerous not to use the full length of the runway.  I 
consider it bad practice when not using the 
downwind altitudes as spelled out in the AFD.  And 
not using your radio correctly or not using it at all is 
ugly.  There’s no protractor large enough to 
measure a perfect 45 degree entry to downwind nor 
is there a tape measure long enough to guarantee 
you’re 500 feet below the clouds.  But let’s work at 
improving compliance.  All our efforts to adhere to 
the rules and improve our performance point to our 
goal of safety first. 

          
 
 

 
What do you do as a conscientious pilot 

when a “cowboy” refuses to clean up his act?  First, 
talk to him as a peer, a buddy, an absolute equal and 
attempt to point out that he is creating a dangerous   
scenario.  That failing, have your Airport Safety 
Counselor talk to the errant pilot.  The final and 
biggest step would be a direct complaint to the FAA 
but you must be very specific as to the N number, 
exact time and description of the incident.  If a 
complaint is filed with FISDO, by law, they must 
act on that complaint.   

Last week a 767 landed on a taxi way at 
Atlanta and who didn’t hear about the 150 mile fly-
by at Minneapolis?  Remember, these are humans 
flying airplanes and as humans, a hundred factors 
enter into their mistakes.  But actions with 
purposeful intent to do dangerous things in an 
airplane, that’s another issue that needs to be 
corrected.
