      It must be the smell of avgas that creates mellow and kindly folk who hang around airports.  It was and is an 
early form of drug addiction, an addiction to flying. It took me 62 years of drinking airport coffee to find one 
exception to the mellow and kindly rule and that single exception was a real jerk.  His name was Larry.  He 
really was not an evil person; his major flaw was his selfishness.  Of all things he wanted to keep the labors and 
joys of flying to himself.   
      

                   
 

His career skipped the years usually devoted to 
being a flight instructor, a time that allows for 
flying skills and human relation skills to develop.

Our duty parameters allowed us 
to pick our nose but did not allow us to do anything that might be related to flying a complex airplane.   
     I would painfully pinch my leg to stay awake. I’d pop different flavors of Life Savors…….maybe a lemon 
flavor when the DME said 80K, anything to stay awake because if I did dose he would have cause to have me 
fired.  There go the lawn mower payments. 
     At first I took his nasty attitude very personally.  Maybe he didn’t like my bad religion or my bad breath or 
any other bads that constitute a person.  After consulting with the other right seaters, I was relieved to find we 
were all treated like scum from the same pond. If our readers will allow the opinion that animosity and tension 
do not belong in the cockpit.  It could be dangerous, i.e. the loss of an extra set of eyes and hands that otherwise 
could make the trip a happy, safe learning experience.   Larry, it’s your loss.
