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                                          The Center Line of the Runway    by  Leon Sigman 
 
     Why would rational people paint white lines on the center of a runway?  From what I’m seeing, the runway 
center line has no practical use since a large portion of the pilot population avoids it.  But, I would suggest the 
runway center line is indeed an important instrument even though it’s not a structural part of the instrument 
panel.   (It’s a special instrument because it is totally outside the cockpit.)  When power is applied for take-off, 
so many physical laws are brought into play that it would take a thick encyclopedia to scientifically explain all 
the dynamics.  Simply stated, this is the time when hopefully your instructor has carefully explained that pitch, 
trim, power, roll, rudder and hand/eye coordination all need attention at the same time.  Especially the rudder! 

 
Some of my closest friends don’t know why 

there is a rudder on an airplane.  One pal concluded 
that if you ever had to land on water, it would make 
the plane easier to steer. 
      
Firmly make up your mind that you are going to 
hold that center line on take-off roll.  Anticipate 
after lift off that the laws of physics will really get 
your attention.  Set up an immediate crab angle that 
will project the center line for at least a mile from 
the departure end.  Find a target on the horizon and 
track to it with the wings level and the ball centered.  
Take pride in a professional departure.  Come to 
think of it, you hardly hear of a new airport being 
opened.  The obvious solution is more parallel 
runways which demand your abillity to hold the 
center line.  Chicago Midway has three parallel 
runways! 
 

 

 
     

Now comes the easy part, i.e. landing.  Use the center line to guide the nose of your airplane.  Point the nose 
right down those four white lines.  Some folks use the term longitudinal axis, but I don’t know what that means.  
Even the softest cross winds will want to push the airplane off the center line.  You’ve got the ailerons to stop 
the drift and opposite rudder to hold a clean direction, that being in agreement with the center stripes.  This 
becomes especially true when in the flair.  After the flair, corrections are even more critical.  After the tires 
squeak, you’re still flying the airplane. 
 
     I admire the guys and gals that learned on a 50 foot wide strip.  There’s just no room for going sideways.  
They must hold a center line track and that makes for a good landing. 
 
     P.S.   One of the best ways to use your radio is first press the little button.  Then tell the world who you are, 
where you are, and what you want.
